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Subject: Release of fifty percent (50%) funds under Special Development Package (Capital Component, New
Schemes) for F.Y. 2021-22, in favour of Constituent Degree Colleges of University of Ladakh.

Order No. 82-UOL of 2021
Dated 02.07.2021

With reference to Order No.21-SDP/(HE) of 2021 dated 30.6.2021, issued by the Higher Education
Department, UT Administration of Ladakh, sanction is hereby accorded to the release of fifty percent (50%)
Budget amounting to Rs. 15.475 crore (fifteen crore forty seven lakh fifty thousand rupees) for the financial
year 2021-22, under the Special Development Package (Capital Component, New Schemes) Major Head 4575-
Capital Outlay on Special Area Programme, in favour of Principals of five (5) Constituent Degree Colleges of
the University of Ladakh as per the break-up given in the annexure to this order. Appropriation of the budget
expenditure shall be restricted to the action plan approved by the Higher Education Department.

Expenditure under the budget shall be debitable to the following heads of account:

1 | Major Head 4575 Capital Outlay on Special area programme
2 | Sub Major Head 04 Ladakh Autonomous Hill Dev. Council

3 | Minor Head 001 Direction and Administration

4 Sub Head 02 Secretary Finance, UT of Ladakh

5 Detailed Head 01 Special Development Package

6 | Object Head 53 Major Works

The Utilization of funds shall be subject to the following conditions.

1. The Colleges shall strictly adhere to the Cash Management System in Central Government
Guidelines for expenditure control issued by the Ministry of Finance Department of Economic
Affairs Vide OM No-F No. 15 (39)- B (R) 2016 Dated 21* Aug 2017;

2. there shall be no expenditure on purchase of vehicles without prior concurrence from the Finance
Department;

3. the Pay & Accounts Officer shall ensure that all the codal formalities have been fulfilled and all
documents viz. AAA, TS, e-tendering, etc are in place while entertaining the bills through PFMS;

4. THE Administrative Department shall further release the funds immediately to the line
departments within a time period of one week from the date of release from the Administrative
Department. The release/re-appropriation of funds shall be made in accordance with the circular
No: SRAO/2021-2022/55-60 dated 16.04.2021 pay and Accounts Officer shall ensure that all the
codal formalities have been fulfilled and all documents viz AAA, TS, e-tendering etc. ARE in place
while entertaining the bills through PFMS;

5. the funds so released shall be utilized by the concerned authority only for the purpose specified
after observing all pre-requisite formalities/procedure as required under rules;

6. no diversions shall be made under any pretext unless expressly authorized by the Finance
Department;

7. the Controlling Officers/DDOs shall strictly monitor the revenue collections as per fixed targets on
monthly basis which reflected in the annual financial statement 2021-22;

8. all Departments shall initiate e-tendering process imminently in the month of April, 2021 and
shall ensure that each tender must be issued by or before 15" May, 2021;

9. the Department shall ensure that exercise of e-tendering is carried out in a time-bound manner
and all the tendering process as per GFR, 2017 must be Concluded by or before 15" June, 2021;
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all Government transactions shall be made through electronic mode without involving any cash
transactions in the Government Offices or other offices which are directly or indirectly controlled
by the Government excepting for few small denominations;

all the sanctions, approvals mandated and clearances under General Financial Rules, 2017 should
be put in place before drawal of money;

all procurement of goods and services shall be made through GeM Portal in terms of relevant
provisions of GFR, 2017 Manual for Procurement of Goods 2017 and manual for Consultancy and
other Services 2017;

in accordance with the Appropriation Acts,2021 the Controlling Officer(s) shall ensure that all the
budgetary allocations have been maintained strictly as per Demands for Grants;

the PAO/DDOs shall not entertain cases of parking of funds under Civil Deposits unless
sanctioned by the Financed Department, strict action shall follow where any DDO or
PAOs/CDDOs violates these norms;

no bill on account of rent shall be entertained in the PAOs/CDDOs without rent assessments
order issued by the competent authority and the rent payable should not exceed the rent
assessment;

the execution of works shall be taken up strictly for the approved activities only within the
approved cost and no liability shall be created ensuring financial discipline in the system. The
Controlling Officer shall be personally responsible for any liability created on account of
unapproved/ un-authorized works;

the advance drawl of funds in respect of Grant-in-Aid to the autonomous bodies shall be
simultaneously processed with the funds release proposal by the Department containing the
details of available bank balances, status of updation of annual accounts and status of previous
UGs;

the ban on engagement of casual worker, need base worker, daily wagers, etc. shall continue to
be enforced. All Development/Capex release orders issued by Administrative Department to the
respective Controlling Officer shall invariably have the condition that the department shall refrain
from making fresh engagement under projects/schemes;

all activities shall be carried out in transparent manner after e-tendering and fulfillment of codal
procedures and CVC guidelines;

the advance drawl proposal, if required, shall be supported with all the standard conditions vis-a—
vis utilization certificate and furnished for approval of competent authority within the specific
quarter in which funds are released;

all the Controlling Officers shall ensure submission of monthly revenue statement and they shall
also monitor the expenditure statement and furnish the same before 51 of the following month
review by the finance Department;

the implementing agency would ensure that there is on duplication of work under any other
schemes;

the expenditure shall be debitable to the appropriate head of account as provided in the Demand
for Grants;

the Department shall ensure uniform pace of expenditure during the financial year 2021-22
which shall be reviewed on a monthly basis as per MEP/QEP already communicated vide
No.DAT/UTL/2020-21 (311) 6770-81 Dated 26/03/2021;

funds provided under all the beneficiary schemes shall be disbursed through DBT mode with
100% Aadhaar seeding which shall be reviewed by each Administrative Secretary on monthly
basis and beneficiary-wise report furnished to Finance Department;

no works shall be commenced or liability incurred in connection with it until Administrative
Approval, Technical Sanction and Sanction to incur the expenditure has been obtained from the
competent authority and estimate containing the detailed specifications and quantities of various
items have been prepared on the basis of Schedule of Rates maintained by the CPWD or other
Public Works Organizations;

all assets under State Plan must be constructed on land fully owned by State/UT Government;
funds to cover the charges during the year have been provided by the competent authority under
the approved schemes;

each work should be 100% physically verified and test inspection shall be conducted in respect of
high value works; and



30. the final payment for work shall be made only on the personal certificate of the Officer In-charge
of execution of the work in the format given below:-

“I.....Executing Officer of (Name of the work) am personally satisfied that the work has been executed as
per the specification laid down in the Contract Agreement and the workmanship is up to the standards
followed in the industry”.
